Hepburn Library of Norfolk Receives Energy Efficiency Grant from Senator Griffo

New Y ork State Senator Joseph A. Griffo announced that the Hepburn Library will receive a $5,300 grant to
conduct an energy efficiency project at its facility in Norfolk.

“Libraries are a critical component of our local communities, serving both the cultural and practical needs of
residents’, said Senator Griffo. By performing an energy conservation project, the Hepburn Library will
reduce its overall energy usage ultimately realizing savings of $1,100 annually.

The project grant was provided from Petroleum Overcharge Restitution (POCR) funds, established from
proceeds of court settlements relating to major oil company violations of federal price controlsin the 1970's
and 1980's. The New Y ork Power Authority (NY PA) administers the fundsin New Y ork State.

"This grant will help us to save more than a thousand dollars ayear." said Vicky Brothers, Library Director.
"Our resources are very limited and without this help we would never be able to make the improvements
neccessary. The cost savings we will see as the result of this investment will mean more books, research
materials and multi-media equipment for the people of Norfolk."

In 1985, Hopkinton Town Supervisor Francis Lyon and State Assemblyman John G.A. O®leil, along with
Sara Chittenden, applied for, and received a $30,000 grant to purchase and renovate the building which now
houses the library.

The budget from the Town of Hopkinton has increased over the years and in 2007 it is approximately $7,000 a
year. The budget pays the expenses of keeping the library open as well asimprovements including new book
purchases. The library also has a paid part-time library manager - Jan Keller from Fort Jackson.

The Summer Reading Program continues to be successful and a favorite with the children and volunteers who
help. A story hour has also been added on Friday mornings at 9:30am.

A yearly garage sale event for the township has been lucrative for the library (people donate books and
goods). Each year, they hope more people will put their own sales on the map and join the town-wide sale.
This event aso has added to growing community awareness.

In Summer 2006 the trustees and friends were busy with raffles, selling crafts, and generally raising money to
fix the leaking roof which was fixed in the Fall of 2006 and paid for mostly by the Town of Hopkinton. The
board is now working with NCL S on getting the library chartered with the State of New Y ork.

Thelibrary has been "adopted” by North Country Savings Bank in Potsdam. The bank has donated many
items, including computers and a check towards the application for IRS non-profit status. Many area
businesses have donated money and goods toward making the library successful. Please feel freeto drop in
and visit this growing library!
