The progbse
budget leaves State support for libraries whehast
been for eight years: at the same level of fungieg
received in 1998 This lack of support has gradually
diminished the shared services provided by thetNort
Country Library System. The slow but relentless
decline in State support for libraries has had,\aitid
continue to have, an erosive effect on the qualityour
library’s services.

NCLS is projecting deficit budgets from 2006 fordar
and therefore will be forced to make difficult dgons
concerning our essential services. This year we ha
reduced our materials budget by 55%, and thisiteme
is scheduled to be eliminated in 2007. We wilbals
make a necessary adjustment in staff responsasiland
drop another position.
