NCLS celebrated its 60th anniversary at the 
Annual Meeting held on October 4th. Keynote 
speaker, Sally Reed, Executive Director of 
Friends of Libraries USA (FOLUSA), delivered 
an excellent talk discussing the need to focus 
on library supporters rather than users in our 
advocacy efforts, the idea that in addition to 
promoting our services we should be creating 
for our funding sources a scenario in which 
libraries do not exist and the effect that would 
have on our communities. She also discussed the potential role libraries are 
poised to play in our troubled educational systems. Her presentation was very 
thought provoking. These concepts will be useful to us in this critical period as 
we prepare to address our county legislators. 
 
New York State Senator Darrel Aubertine attended the meeting and 
commented on how impressed he was by the strong turnout. He voiced his 
support for libraries and encouraged all of us to contact our state 
representatives and do the same.

The first ever Program of the Year Award went to the 
Canton Free Library for the Anime Club that Young 
Adult Coordinator, Krista Briggs, started in 2007. The 
group has grown from two teens (and somebody’s little 
sister) to more than a dozen.  
 
The group’s members have taken ownership of the club 
and have evolved into a kind of “ teen advisory board”  
who are not shy about sharing their opinions. They set 
up equipment, bring in pizza, clean up when they are 
done and discuss (often loudly) the books and movies 
they like and don’ t like. When the Club wanted to 
expand the library’s anime collection, they held a bake 
sale of their own and donated the money for materials.  
 
These kids have become a group with a real voice in the 
community and have earned rewards that go far beyond 
watching movies.

He retired from Roswell in 1991 and 
then moved to Togus, Maine where he served as Chief of Staff of the VA 
Hospital and then later in Syracuse, New York. After retiring, he continued to 
work as a research grant consultant with the VA until June.
