Some Program Highlights: 
·  This is a matching funds grant (total project cost must be at least $5,000). 
·  Minimum amount of $2,500 from library, grant will match. 
·  $408,584 available to NCLS member libraries. 
·  Libraries must have matching funds for project at time of application. 
·  Applications due at NCLS by November  3rd, 2006. 
·  Projects must be completed by June 30, 2009. 
·  Any library building that is 50 years or  older must receive project approval from 

SHPO (State Historic Preservation Office). 
·  Architect estimates are NOT accepted— estimates must be from a contractor. 

·  Routine maintenance (such as replacement of carpeting or roof repair) are not 
fundable under this grant program.
