}Log in with your library card number (13 digit number 

on the back of your card ) and PIN number  
}Browse for an audiobook  that you want, and select 

a 7 or  14 day checkout period  
ƁNOTE:You cannot  return audiobooks  early.   
ƁYou can download a free sample by clicking on the 
ôSampleõ button.

} Audiobooks  come in parts  when they are downloaded.   
ƁParts are like physical CD audiobooks  that you may have checked 

out at your library  
ƁOne part (one CD) is approximately an hourõs worth of audio 
¶DIALUP USERS:  You will most likely want to grab one part of your book 

at a time, as these are much larger than a text based eBook.  You can 
get additional parts later by selecting your title, then clicking the 
Download button on the ODMC main screen  

} After you have selected the parts you want, click OK 



}Plug in your device using the USB cable.  

}Select a title  

}Click  ôTransfer õ 

}Click  ôNext õ 



}Select the parts you want to transfer  
Ɓ(most users will transfer the whole book)

}A status bar will let you know how far you have left to 

go on your transfer  
}When your transfer completes, click ôFinishõ 
}Unplug your player, and enjoy your book!  



}Available through your app store/market  

}Handles both eBooks  and audiobooks  on your 
mobile device.  

}You will have to activate it with an Adobe ID

}Allows you to download a book right to your
